Bali 2012: Kim Foong Chong reported that the Bali program has 21 students.

I. DISCUSSION ITEMS:

a) Members of the committee who volunteered to select the recipients of the Jo Ray McCuen and Study Abroad Scholarships agreed to meet on Tuesday at noon.

b) A single proposal for Summer 2013 was submitted by Wendy Fonarow and Laura Tenenbaum.  The program would travel to Bali, Indonesia and offer classes in Anthropology and Oceanography.  Neither instructor has experience as a director and their proposal requires that the Study Abroad Director act as the director abroad.  The committee felt that the classes, Anthropology 104 (Magic, Religion & Witchcraft) taught by Wendy Fonarow and Oceanography 115  (Introductory Oceanography) taught by Laura Tenenbaum would be a very good fit for the island location.  

c)  Kim Foong Chong stated that after discussion with the Administration, the SA budget would be cut by about 50% for the following year and the summer stipend is suspended.    At this time no other cuts to Director Release Time were made.  

d) Kim Foong Chong announced that he is making a presentation to the Board of Trustees on May 21, 2012.
