Administration of Justice 129 is designed to give all levels of law enforcement officers a fundamental understanding of narcotic addiction and the effects of hypnotic drugs as these factors are involved in the daily routine of police work review of the principles of detecting and investigating special crime offenses.  The course will also focus on gambling, confidence games, loansharking, prostitution, and other crimes associated with organized crime activity.

3. demonstrate basic knowledge about specific criminal violations in the areas of vice, such as gambling, prostitution and drugs, with emphasis upon narcotics, obscenity and pornography.  Knowledge will be tested through critical analysis of case studies;
4. identify and discuss the techniques of 	organized criminal groups in fraud and theft cases often referred to as white collar crimes;
5. compare through class discussion and case studies, the different intelligence and management techniques used in criminal justice agencies to control the crimes said to be committed by organized groups.
