ENVIRONMENTAL AFFAIRS COMMITTEE MEETING MINUTES

The Environmental Affairs Committee Meeting was called to order at 12:21 pm by Chair Nelson Oliveira.

The meeting was called to order at 12:32 pm.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES:
MSC (Mayer/ Nouh) to approve the Minutes of the October 2, 2013 Environmental Affairs Committee meeting as presented.
INFORMATION ITEMS: 
WATER FOUNTAINS:

Nelson said that one water fountain has been installed in the AD building @ a cost of $500.00. Money is taken from a grant of $2,500 from the ASGCC. Nelson is going to look into the number of how many new water fountains can be installed from the remainder of the ASGCC funds.
OLD BUSINESS:
STYROFOAM:

There was no update on the prospect of replacing products made from Styrofoam from the Cafeteria with a more environmentally friendly product. The committee still has to meet with Nancy Jordan. 
 EARTH DAY:
The Department of Water and Power recycling program is a possible event to be scheduled for Earth Day/Week.  It was agreed that a week’s worth of events could be scheduled and include guest speakers and films to be shown in Kreider Hall in addition to vendors’ tables and that events scheduled would avoid conflict with Armenian Genocide Day
· “Vanishing of the Bees” will be screened on Tuesday, April 22nd. Erin Calderon will edit the film down to fifty minutes, and there may be a Q & A session after screening. Faye Henson will look into booking either Kreider Hall or CS177 for the screening. 
· McKinstry will have a booth displaying what conservation measures are being implemented by GCC. Faye will request a booth from Facilities, and the location of the booth will be determined at the next meeting. 

MCKINSTRY:
 McKinstry guests Doug Mirkovich and Adam Rafferty reported on GCC Energy Upgrades.

· Phase I has four tasks: approximately $540k will be received over five years but the amount of money may vary from year to year. Funding will be coming from Proposition 39 money.

· The Board has approved $1.5m that will be used with Measure G money, which will be used to fund Phase I and II. Phase I involved Library upgrades and Phase II is about to start.
· $78k will be received from the Gas Company for funding of Phase I. $40k to pay for natural gas will come from the Gas Company with 0% on-bill financing. $100,000 will be received from the GWP.

· NAM, an engineering company, reviewed electrical costs with a fee of $15,000 that was reduced to $2,800. NAM received the compilations from McKinstry, the review of which  is a state requirement.

· Task Order I consists of lighting upgrades to the AT, Aviation, and Library buildings. LED has replaced CFL lighting. The Library chandelier was retrofitted and occupancy sensors have been installed with the HVAC. Energy savings are @ $25k a year with this measure. 
· Campus-wide power meters in buildings for monitoring energy consumption are among the upcoming planned projects for Task Orders 2, 3, and 4.

· Upcoming projects are lighting upgrades and retrofitting for Central Plant 2 and optimization controls. Numerous buildings on campus get chilled water pumped from CP2. There will be a Library HVAC overhaul (a/c replacement) to be converted to digital. Money will come from Prop 39 over 5 years. 
· Long-Term Vision: The Chilled Water Master Plan will have everything tied into Central Plants 1 and 2 and renewables.

· Solar Photo voltaic feasibility: Parking Lot B is a potential location for installation of solar panels; system size is 438kw. The cost will be about $1.8m, the return on the estimate over 19 years, not including rebates and incentives. The Campus will investigate the solar feasibility and a possible bond measure for the Master Plan. An architect will be selected for this project.

· Project Benefits: Utility rebates are @ $160k and on-bill financing from the Gas Company up to $300k.

· Phase 2 also uses Prop 39 money.
· Central Plant Controls Optimization is Task 2 of Phase I.
The meeting was adjourned at 1:25 pm.
The next meeting will be held on April 2, 2013.
