Discussion on $20 Textbooks
Mike Dulay said that he contacted four of the popular publishers and demanded that they provide a PDF version of our textbooks for a much lower price than the hard copy. He mentioned that cost of the book could be charged to the students as course material fee, or lab fee at the time of the registration. He said that McGraw Hill, the only publisher who responded to his demand, initially was willing to cooperate if a high volume of demand was guaranteed, but they backed out of the deal later. He added that he has had conversations with Pearson, Norton, and Cengage, but nothing has been finalized yet.

Mike Dulay said that he has discussed this issue with Follett, the corporate that manages college’s bookstore, and they are willing to provide digital copy of the textbooks via Café Scribe. He asked the chairs to discuss this issue with their division members and contact him or Robin Fishman if they need more information. Discussion ensued.
