Assignments and Methods of Evaluation
1.
Compositions

a. 50% of each student’s course grade will be based on 4-6 in-class compositions, 

    including the advisory midterm composition.

b. These paragraphs must be 1-2 paragraphs in length.
c. In-class compositions will be written in one hour.
d. Instructor will assign revisions of compositions and out-of-class compositions 
 
    to be graded as homework.

2.
Grammar tests

a. 25% of the student’s final grade will be based on a minimum of 3 grammar
    quizzes and a grammar midterm.

3.
Two-part Final examination

a. Final division-wide grammar test: 10% of the course grade;

b. Final division-wide composition: 10% of the course grade.

Other criteria

a. No more than 5% of the course grade may be determined by such factors as 
attendance, homework (for example, revisions, journals, and other language   

learning activities), and ESL Lab.
