English as a Second Language 151 is designed for non-native students who are proficient in English and are able to compete with native students in most college courses.  The course gives students extensive practice in rhetorical modes of exposition and argument.  It emphasizes analytical and expository writing at the essay level, as well as critical reading, and gives students practice in writing essay examinations.  The course stresses both organization and in-depth essay development.  Students work to eliminate weaknesses in syntax, idiomatic usage, and grammar.  Library research techniques are introduced and a short research paper is completed.

V.
Methods of Presentation
The following instructional methodologies may be used in the course:

1.
Classroom writing workshops emphasize objective, critical writing based on topics extracted from the reading assignments.
2.
Students move from writing the subjective, first-person narratives, which are stressed in many less advanced ESL courses, to expository, academic writing.
3.
The library research assignment culminates in a short essay in which the students support a thesis based on what they have learned from their research.
4.
The term paper is a 4-5 page essay prepared with both citations and an outline.  Students are introduced to correct procedures for citing references. 
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VI.
Assignments and Methods of Evaluation
1.
The major part of the evaluation is based on student essays.  Students write or rewrite papers of 500 + words.   At least 60% of the graded essays and the final examination are written in the classroom.  Assignments are of sufficient length and complexity to require students to independently select and order their ideas as well as to express them clearly.

VIII. 
Student Learning Outcomes

Students should be able to write a multi-paragraph argumentative essay in limited time in response to a reading they have not seen before. This essay should clearly address the topic, show some evidence of critical thinking, demonstrate knowledge of essay organization, show coherence and unity, have a counter-argument refutation paragraph, and avoid patterns of error.

Students should be able to write a 4-5 page double-spaced, typed research paper that includes a thesis which argues for a particular point of view and introductory, body, and concluding paragraphs. The research paper should demonstrate clear and logical paragraph development, coherence and unity, and avoid patterns of error. The paper should also demonstrate a student’s ability to use sources and citations appropriately according to MLA or APA style.
