b. Bundle 17 Testing

i. Financial Aid checked with Jon on Technical release notes. No real Financial Aid changes. Will continue working on text script.

iii. Student Financials – Needs hel p with Steven on refunds (on-going and not just a Bundle 187 issue).

iv. Garfield – Looked at it but has not tested. 
v. It was suggested that we begin testing next week and determine by Thursday, October 7 whether we can apply Bundle 17 and then put Bundle 18 in the text environment)

vi. There was a question as to whether we could be sure to refresh the DB before applying bundles. . 

vii. Financial Aid did not get a chance to work with Steven on their test script.

viii. Admissions and Records was promised by Steven that he would leave them test copies but left without providing them. 

ix. Noncredit looked at the test scripts but did not get a chance to talk to Steven about it.
x. Student Financials does not believe anything will be impacted but will review it again.

c. Faculty Name Change

i. Vicki Nicholson spoke to legal. There is no legal precedent that requires a person’s name in HR records match the class schedule.

ii. What about having a different name in schedule which will change the faculty member’s Academic Record/Transcript?

1. There will be problems in Fusion when it gets to that point.

2. Doucment will make employee aware that a name change in the schedule will require a change in the Academic Transcript.

3. Michelle Mora to make changes to the document and bring it back to the next meeting..

d. Student Fees
i. There was discussion from the Student Fees committee regarding how we collect fees.
ii. There is concern that a window of 7 days to make payment allows students who owe money to enroll.

iii. What would it take from Ciber to request payment at time of registration? 

1. Ciber states that it would be a big modification to request payment instantly instead of within 7 days of registration. It would take approximately 5 weeks to make payment real-time.
2. There is a medium modification that allows student to enter a pre-pay amount. Ciber will have PeopleSoft Calculate how many units a student can enroll in based on that pre-pay amount. This mod would take 2 weeks.

3. The third suggestion which would not require a modification would be to run a batch process which deletes students who haven’t paid. This would be run nightly and drop students for non-payment, however it would not stop students who currently owe money.
4. The current service indicator is not working. It allows students with outstanding balances to register. Ciber promised to fix this and it hasn’t been done. Arnel will check with Ciber.

5. There is a question on how this will affect Vista/out-of-state students.  AP will check with Ciber.

e. Discrepancy in Financial Aid Disbursements.
1. Steven wrote 2 queries. He ran one and got the same totals as Student Financials.

2. Amir will use a different report.

f. FWS Award

1. There is a question on where to place FWS Award numbers. Pat is checking with John for a recommendation.

2. Expenditure report not working yet. Andra to work with Reed on a solution. Something outside of both systems might have to be built.
