Call to Order:
 The meeting was called to order by Chair, Arnel Pascua, at approximately 12:33 p.m.

Approval of Minutes:

The minutes from September 16, 2010 were MSC’d.
Old Business:

1. Technology Plan: Prioritization of Goals:
a. Arnel Pascua handed out a spreadsheet which contained the committees rankings of the goals.
b. A weighted average was used to determine the ranking.
c. It was recommended that the labeling be made clearer.
d. #2 and #7 were tied for the fifth ranking.
· It was MSC that the committee vote on a tie-breaker for items #2 and #7.
· It was MSC that Goal #2 be ranked #5 and Goal #7 be ranked #6.
· It was MSC that the committee adopt these rankings as presented.
e. At the next meeting, the committee will review the list of projects in the back of the Technology plan and group them into the ten goals.
f. Arnel Pascua will send out a matrix to the committee.
g. The committee was urged to read the Accreditation Self-Study Report IIIC.  There are action plans in the report that should be included in the project matrix.
2. AR 2240:
a. Susan Courtey reported that the group met and got through 1/8 of the document.
b. Shereen Fogel-Allision was to make the changes but was waiting for a document from the CCLC.
c. Shereen will be out until Mid-March. Susan agreed to pick up where Shereen left off with the revisions.
d. The taskforce will meet again to decide a new chair.
e. Someone will contact Alexa Shumacher to join the group.
f. The email list for this taskforce will include, Tom Voden, Brett Miketta, Fabiola Torres and Elizabeth Fremgen.
3. Faculty/Staff Computer Data Backup:
a. The taskforce met and agreed that Dropbox might be a short-term solution for Faculty/Staff Computer Data Backup.
b. Dropbox provides 2 GB Free and a web interface, however leaves a copy on the computer accessing it.
c. There are concerns over FERPA issues and Student information. 
d. Faculty/Staff might need training on FERPA issues and what is and isn’t secure online.
e. First step should be training Faculty and Staff before moving forward.
f. The group has done as much as it can do and this can be tested.
g. Arnel suggested that further discussion of this item by the AR 2240 task force for the purpose of establishing a guideline.
4. Recycling of Ink Cartridges:

a. Subgroup met to discuss the options.
b. The Nursing program currently has a recycling program where money is put towards Graduation.
c. The suggestion of the subgroup is that we continue promoting the Nursing Program’s recycling efforts.
d. There was a question as to whether the college could earn its own rewards by signing up and returning cartridges to a vendor. It was stated that because we purchase toner/ink from the lowest sources, it would not be worth doing this.
· It was MSC that the campus would continue to support the Nursing Program’s recycling efforts.
