Call to Order


The meeting was called to order at 2:00 p.m.

Approval of Minutes

MSC (Flynn/Perry) to approve minutes of October 6, 2010. 
III.
Senate Report

Mike Scott reported that:
1. The Senate recommends that the college fund a 20% release time position for a Student Equity coordinator.

2. Awarding of more than one Associate’s degree to students - Refer the matter of desirability of awarding multiple associate’s degrees to our students to the graduation requirements committee, which will report back to Senate in Spring 2011.
3. The Senate accepts the new Administrative Regulation 4400 and the new Board Policy 4104. 

4. The Senate creates a task force to develop an integrated distance education program. 

5. The Senate accepts the Academic Affairs motion to expand the mission of the Senate Textbook taskforce to develop guidelines for faculty, division and bookstore textbook policies. Areas of concern: pricing, mandated course books that are directly linked to grading and preventing students from sharing materials, the requirement of ancillary materials, and e-book compliance with section 508 of the rehab act accessibility requirements.

6. The Senate requests the District research which other Community Colleges have partnerships with Brandman University.

IV.      Old Business

IHAC Updates

Dr. Mirch said that the IHAC packets including 23 position requests are being prepared and will be sent to the committee members on November 4. She added that based on the next year’s faculty obligation of 230, there will be about 4 to 6 new hires.

Winter 2011
Dr. Mirch said winter registration will start next week. There is no instructor name in the printed schedule, but they have been added to the online schedule.

Spring 2011
Dr. Mirch said that the no adjunct instructor name will be listed in the spring printed schedule. She reminded the group that due to the budget issues and a chance of mid-year cuts, the divisions should indicated on the offer letter to the adjuncts that it would be their tentative schedule, so the offer letter wouldn’t be considered as a contract.

V.  NEW BUSINESS

Approval of Sub Committee Minutes:
Dr. Mirch said that the issue of approving adopted or unadopted minutes of subcommittees was discussed last year, and the committee agreed to review and approved only adopted minutes of subcommittees. However, this has caused some problems for the subcommittees that do not meet regularly and has caused delay the flow of information. MSC (Bowerman/Scott) that the Academic Affairs committee review and accept adopted or unadopted subcommittee minutes. The committee has the right to disagree and comment on any part of the subcommittee minutes.
SB 1440

Dr. Mirch and Michael Scott discussed SB 1440. This legislation requires the California community colleges to show at least two transfer degrees by fall 2011. The committee members were encouraged to visit www.c-id.net to sign up for the discipline list-serves that will ensure that they are informed as progress is made.
CIO Conference Updates

Dr. Mirch distributed a handout listing the major issues that were discussed at the fall CIO conference. She reviewed some of the topics such as, budget, basic skills, full time obligation, SB 1440, non-credit PE and Dance, course repetition, contract education, etc.
