I. Minutes

a. There was no vote to approve the Minutes from March 28, 2012.
II. Old Business
a. CMS

i. The CMS Upgrade was discussed. 

ii. The cost of upgrading our current Vision Internet software to version 5 which will cost $7,000. 

iii. Vision will have a new release approximately every two years, however there is no schedule. 

iv. Most of the cost has to do with migration costs as you install the new CMS software and then migrate all your content from your current version to the newer version. There is no downtime to the current version. 

v. The migration is a very labor intensive project.

vi. There is a $200/month insurance which guarantees that it is compatible with the top three browsers.

vii. The question to the committee is whether or not we stay with Vision and upgrade when new versions are available or do we consider open source software?

viii. We will probably do a benefit analysis and then make a decision on which way we want to go. 

ix. A question was posed as to how we enforce policy that websites have a consistent look and feel if some content managers cannot use the tool on their specific browsers.

x. It was recommended that because of time constraints and problems with running outdated software, it might be best to just upgrade with Vision for the time being and then look into possibly changing systems.

xi. It was mentioned that if IT is considering just doing an upgrade, it does not need to be voted on.

xii. If Vision is coming out with CMS 6 within 6 months, the suggestion is should we consider just purchasing and upgrading to CMS 6 and skipping CMS 5. 

· It was MSC to ask Vision are when CMS 6 is coming out, the cost and whether we can skip versions. If the cost is close to $7,000 we will move forward with it.
